Key Verse: “Therefore the Lord
himself will give you a sign: The
virgin will conceive and give
birth to a son, and will call him
Immanuel.” (Isaiah 7:14, NIV)

Big Idea: Often, we look every-
where else but God for help.
This passage and points us to
Emmanuel, “God with us,” and
reminds us that we only need to
look to God as our help.

with you in your life?

e When have you struggled to
believe that God is truly with
you?

e How could our lives be differ-
ent if we began and ended
each day believing that God
is with us?
