1. Key names that shape our faith:  
 

• “You are to give him the name Jesus” (v. 21) 

• “They will call him Immanuel” (v. 23) 
 
 
2. Closing “the gospel gap”: the distance between being forgiven and being 

transformed.  
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3. Practical Reflection for Christmas Week: 
 

• Receive God’s love with gratitude. Let His presence calm your stress and refocus 
your heart. 
 

• Look for ways to embody His love: patience, forgiveness, kindness, and 
generosity. 
 

• Remember: Christmas is not only the announcement that God loves you; it is the 
invitation to become people shaped by that love.
